 Last week I mentioned that we would be leveling off the top step of the sanctuary. Due to the delivery of the 
back-ordered materials, it turns out that we will not be able to do the project until September 17 - 23.  One of our       
parishioners, Fred Falgiano, has generously volunteered to donate his time to this project. He is well-experienced with 
wood. We hope to not interfere with our Saturday evening and Sunday Mass schedule. In order to do this, he needs two 
or three volunteers each day to help him. He hopes to begin at 7 AM and work till 6 PM. If you are able and willing to 
help him, could you please contact him at: fredfalg@gmail.com or 910-583-6471. Giving of your time in this way to the 
parish will be a great help will be much appreciated. 

 We have had our Formed subscription for the last 11 months, which means that it will expire next month. 
Formed is the online Catholic multimedia resource on the Internet, accessible at www.formed.org with the Parish Code 
V2XJNR. Another year's subscription would cost us $802. So far parishioners have donated $200 to cover next year's 
subscription.

 We are hoping to move forward soon with our renovation of the cry room and to install glass doors leading in to 
our sanctuary, with a beautiful etching of the symbol of our patron, the image of the Precious Blood. (Similar to the 
stained glass window at the head of our sanctuary.) The glass doors will cost $4,236.24, and have been graciously   
sponsored by one of our parishioners. The cry room renovation project will cost $14,452.36. So far, one parishioner has 
already donated $500 to the cry room project. If you would like to help sponsor the rest, please let us know at the       
rectory office; it would be a big help to the parish.

Restless Heart: filmed in Europe, the first full-length feature 
movie on Augustine uses a historic backdrop to tell the true 
story of one of the Church's most beloved and well-known saints.
